
Moving the House  

Along the route, each power line was carefully prepped and raised to allow the house to pass 
safely underneath. The condition of the electrical supports and connectors was a concern 
and led to some lengthy delays. Once the moving truck had proceeded, a second utilities 
team at the rear of the procession would secure the connections. 

In the absence of overhead lines, the journey down Seawall Boulevard was 
much quicker. 
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construction of the foundation. The house was lowered to its final position and secured to 
the ground for the first time in nearly 20 months. 

The move required cooperation from different work crews, including those 
from Cherry Movers, CenterPoint Energy, Grayco Communications, the 
City of Galveston, and the Galveston Police Department.
